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Otto Construction is well underway on the Feather River Hospital Emergency 
Department project, which is geared towards providing extensive emergency services 
for Paradise area residents.  Designed by Nichols Melburg and Rossetto, the emergency 
department expansion consists of a new 17,000 square foot facility. Construction will 
be completed late 2011. The expansion includes 18 private rooms, an isolation room 
for patients with infectious diseases, a decontamination room, a spacious lobby with a 
waiting room, and a family consultation area. Prior to breaking ground on this project, 
Otto Construction completed a variety of advanced phases in and around the hospital 
campus. This included relocating and expanding the loading dock, the helicopter 
landing pad, new parking areas and upgrades to underground utilities.

REBUILDING AN EMPIRE...HOTEL

Otto Construction takes pride in every type of construction we have the opportunity to 
build - the hospitals that care for us, the schools that educate our youth, and the o"  ce 
buildings that employ people.  There are some projects that o# er a unique glimpse into 
the history of our city and the reconstruction of the Ebner Hotel and Empire House in Old 
Sacramento, is one of those special projects. 

The Ebner Hotel and Empire House had been on the National Register of Historic Places 
but were demolished by the City of Sacramento because it was in danger of collapsing.  In 
2003, Carson Development and the Scur$ eld Company, along with their partners, saw this 
as a great opportunity to redevelop 116 and 118 K Street in Old Sacramento.  Their goal 
was simple:  reconstruct the buildings just has they had looked in 1856.    The Ebner Hotel 
was once a 36 room hotel, where John Sutter often stayed, and the Empire House was a 
butcher shop and market before it too became a hotel.  Now the building (it only appears 
to be two separate buildings from the outside to maintain the architectural style) holds 
ground % oor retail and upper-% oor o"  ce Class A o"  ce space, rather than hotel lobbies 
and guest rooms.  Otto Construction's team included Deb Fee, Project Manager, Brian 
Terra, Superintendent, Rick Valine, Estimator, and Melissa Barrenchea, Project Engineer.
